The master's thesis is dedicated to the study of the administrative and legal status
of the National Guard of Ukraine (NGU) within the security and defense sector of the
state. The National Guard is a crucial element of this system, performing tasks related
to public order protection, safeguarding state sovereignty and territorial integrity, and
combating terrorist threats.

The paper examines the legal framework governing the NGU, its role and place
in the national security system, as well as the main directions of its interaction with
other security forces. An analysis of regulatory and legal acts governing the NGU’s




functioning, powers, tasks, and mechanisms for implementing state security policy has
been conducted.

The study explores international experiences of military formations with law
enforcement functions, their organizational models, and the potential adaptation of best
practices to improve NGU operations. Special attention is given to the legal regulation
of the National Guard’s interaction with other security sector entities, particularly in
wartime and emergency situations.

An analysis of the legal status of the NGU has been carried out, key challenges
related to its functioning have been identified, and recommendations for improving the
administrative and legal regulation of this formation have been proposed.
